Want 

to write a heartful message to 

your best friend? Getting ready to wish 

your mom a happy birthday? Of course, 

you grab your favourite digital device to 

do all these, not the old-fashioned pen and 

paper. Why write it when you can type it, 

right? In the digital days, it does not come 

as a surprise when the significance of writ-

ing things down manually is increasingly 

questioned, particularly by the younger 

generation. With emojis and abbreviations 

replacing the graceful strokes of a pen, one 

can’t help but wonder if the age-old charm 

of handwritten letters is vanishing into the 

digital abyss, fading away one text notifi-

cation at a time. 

 

Click, click, click of the keyboard 
Killing away the art of mighty lords 
An artform with its history fawning thou-

sands of years, an individual’s penmanship 

used to be the treasure trove of their person-

ality and character. Each loop and curve of 

a letter used to whisper tales of the writer’s 

emotions, leaving a trace of their soul on 

paper. Such a beautiful picture, of course, 

belonged to the eras of the past. Nowadays, 

handwriting is often viewed as impractical 

and unnecessary. Why bother with pen and 

paper when we can effortlessly type away 

on our smartphones and laptops? With a rise 

in the usage of smartphones (according to 

NPR, about 1 in 5 children have a phone by 

the time they turn eight), there is a signifi-

cant decline in writing by hand. A study by 

Docmail suggests that the average gap be-

tween an adult hand writing something is 

41 days. In the same study, out of the 2000 

participants surveyed, only two-thirds ad-

mitted to rarely handwriting things. Coun-

tries like Finland have dropped handwriting 

lessons in favour of typing courses, and 

even in the USA, learning cursive has been 

left out of core standards since 2013. Some 

schools like Cambridge University, are even 

opting for digital exams instead of the tra-

ditional paper ones. All of this makes us 

wonder – can austere text embellished with 

emojis and GIFs ever evoke the same emo-

tions as the handwritten word? 

 

Convenience asks the query 
Pen or keyboard – answer may vary 
Though the pen and paper may not be as 

flashy as the latest handheld tablet, many 

will argue in its favour. But what they tend 

to overlook is the fact that the world no 

longer works with a ‘one size fits all’ meth-

odology. The mobile devices in our hands 

today, offer us a lot more than our brain – 

predictive text, grammar checks, speech to 

text, and so much more, swiping the com-

fort of every age group under its blanket. 

Handwriting may offer a sentimental value, 

but it is technology that delivers efficiency 

like no other, relegating pen and paper to the 

background. Not to mention that it has also 

helped children – nearly 6 in 10 teenagers 

use computers for their 

homework every day. For 

children with learning 

disabilities like dyslexia, 

technology like touch-

typing offers a level of 

automaticity that does not 

come as easily with handwriting. In our 

progression, we do look back with 

glazed eyes, but it is also important to 

note that the handwritten word may not 

be the most suitable option for every 

situation, or why else would have the 

world shifted its preference? 

 

Throwing all the benefits away 
Scribbling is no longer the way 

Hands smacking away the pen might have 

been accepted as a grumbled goodbye to the 

artistic notion, if it weren’t for its benefici-

ary factors. One look at the profound impact 

of this transition on a child’s development, 

and you’d know why many still go gaga 

over old school handwriting. Research 

proves that the act of physically forming 

letters enhances one’s motor skills, which 

are essential for various tasks that require 

the coordination of cognitive, motor, and 

neuromuscular processes. The process of 

writing also unveils a hidden treasure – the 

creation of a men-

tal picture of 

words and long-

term memories. 

Through the act 

of writing, chil-

dren gain a deeper 

understanding of 

letters, facilitating 

recognition and 

ident i f icat ion. 

Don’t believe us? 

Then read this - 

studies done at Indiana Univer-

sity show that only children who 

possess the visual knowledge of 

letters have active fusiform 

gyrus, the part of the brain re-

sponsible for translating vi-

sual stimuli into letters, 

indicating significant brain development. Is 

that not case enough to replace the phone in 

a tiny hand with a pencil? 

 

The debate seems to be a hefty one, with 

contenders on either side of the seesaw. Ho-

wever, one thing is clear – despite numerous 

advances in technology, the practicality of 

the handwritten word will never go obso-

lete. Handwriting has been with the human 

race for thousands of years. Do you think it 

can be displaced by a 50-year-old technol-

ogy? So, take a moment to breathe life into 

the penned word, for within its delicate 

strokes is the written tale of wisdom and the 

timeless essence of the human spirit.

Highest dengue death rate 

With the overall death toll 

surpassing 600 and over 130,302 

registered cases, the country 

witnessed the highest single-day 

death rate on September 2 with at 

least 21 dead. This has given 

Bangladesh the highest dengue 

death rate in the world, ranking 

second in dengue-related cases 

globally. However, the directorate 

general of health services claimed 

that 8,845 dengue patients are still 

undergoing treatment.

Protecting bees  

Panellist: Dr SK Yadav 

Director, school of agriculture 

IGNOU 

“It is very important for humans to learn 

about beekeeping prac-

tices in the modern 

times, because hon-

eybees are a gift of 

nature and are also 

vital for human exis-

tence. We must take 

steps in order to im-

prove their life and 

avoid things that 

may hamper it, be-

cause otherwise, 

human extinction 

won’t be so far away. Even though we 

have beekeepers in the organised sector, 

more than 50% of honey is still collected 

from the wild. The tribals and forest 

dwellers are aware of the entire lifecycle 

of bees so when it is time, they venture 

into the forest and collect all the honey 

from beehives. These tribals and forest 

dwellers are the ones who largely contrib-

ute to the production of 

honey. The government 

has even launched nu-

merous schemes to en-

sure the export of 

honey outside our na-

tion as well, but the big-

gest point of concern 

remains that as an indi-

vidual, our role is to 

protect the bees and 

make sure 

that they are 

healthy. This very training 

must begin at the school 

level itself.”

Bees and food security 

Panellist: Dr Anjana Mathur Jagmohan 

Assistant professor of geography, DU 

“Climate change ad-

versely affects bee 

population. Due to 

the rise in tempera-

ture, the altitude at 

which fruits like ap-

ples are grown has to 

be increased every 

year. Because of this, 

there is a gap be-

tween pollination and 

the cropping pattern. 

Also, it’s crucial to maintain the habitat for 

bees because they contribute to several 

SDGs. Not only this,  im-

proved agriculture from bee pol-

lination greatly contributes to the 

GDP and economic growth. In areas where 

bees are artificially cul-

tivated, the percentage 

of crop production in-

creases by 15 - 45%. 

Hence, by increasing 

bee cultivation, we can 

enhance food security. 

If farmers combine two 

major elements, grow-

ing crops which require 

lesser water and bee 

cultivation, they will 

achieve better economic status. This is 

especially needed in areas hit by drought.”

Opting for safer options  

Panellist: Dr Sachin Suresh Suroshe 

Principal scientist of entomology, In-

dian Agricultural Research Institute 

“The biggest problem affecting bees is 

Colony Collapse Dis-

order (CCD); it oc-

curs when majority 

of worker bees in a 

colony disappear, 

leaving behind the 

queen bee. This 

threatens honey pro-

duction and cripples 

the production of 

many crops that are 

dependent on bees 

for pollina-

tion. The main reason behind 

CCD is the intense use of pes-

ticides in farming practices. 

When we spray pesticides like nicodico-

dines on a crop from where bees collect 

pollen, they tend to get infected and die 

within minutes. Biological control 

agents, on the other hand, effectively 

manage the population of bee pests with-

out causing any 

harm. Another way 

to save them is by 

adapting migratory 

beekeeping – this 

refers to travelling 

across the country 

with beehives in 

order to pollinate 

crops. Many crops, 

such as apples, de-

pend on migratory 

beekeeping in order to 

produce a good harvest. Hence, we must 

stop using harmful insecticides and opt 

for green chemicals that conserve them.”

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The value of bees

Local beekeeper  

“Apart from produc-

ing honey, bees are 

also the source of 

several other pro-

ducts including 

jelly, propolis, and 

venom – all of 

which are collected 

and used by people 

for various nu-

tritional and medic-

inal purposes. They 

also secrete beeswax from the underside 

of their abdomens, and then use this wax 

to construct a honeycomb. Beeswax is 

used as thickeners, emulsifiers, and as 

stiffening agents in cosmetics. Beeswax 

is also used as a fragrance in soaps and 

perfumes. While it is 

important to protect 

bees, we must also un-

derstand how to safe-

guard ourselves near 

beehives. We have to 

carry smoke with us, 

which is made up of 

cow or buffalo dung, 

and we must always use 

gloves. Additionally, we 

should use a cloth to 

cover our head and face along with sun-

glasses to protect our eyes.”

Since time immemorial, every writer has  

faced his own set of challenges, and for 

Shantam, the biggest one was to come up 

with an original and entertaining plot 

which also carried a meaningful mes-

sage. “Another challenge was when we 

were asked to bring down the initial 

word limit from 1800 to 1200 words. 

Furthermore, refining the story by 600 

words in a way so that it doesn’t lose its 

essence was not an easy task, but with 

the support of my mentors, I stayed true 

to my narrative. In fact, my story turned 

out be an engaging one,” he shares. 

Riding the wave 
Shantam has earned a lot of praise from 

his fellow mates, teachers, and acquain-

tances for this achievement. “My con-

fidence has really gone up. All the praise 

has led me to become inspired and hard-

working. When my school principal 

praised me for getting published and 

mentioned that I had made Amity family 

proud, it filled me with pride. I was on 

cloud nine.” 

 

Running the long haul 
“I do not plan on stopping any time 

soon,” Shantam promises. “I have 

some future write-ups planned out. 

I want to be a lawyer like my father, 

but I will always find solace in writing. 

My favourite author, Malcolm Gladwell, 

once said, ‘The visionary starts with a 

clean sheet of paper and reimagines the 

world.’ I hope to follow the same and re-

imagine my whole world.”  

 

With such a talent, we are sure Shantam 

will be reimaging the world for the 

better, a glimpse of which we’ll catch in
