ISO

Shutter speed refers to
the amount of time for
which the camera is
exposed to light. The
longer the shutter
remains open, the more
will be the light
entering through it. 

Aperture is the size of the opening of the shutter that lets light
through, to the sensor. A larger size of the

aperture captures more amount of the
light coming in, even from far away while
a smaller size only captures light from
closer objects. 

The focal length is the distance between the lens and the sensor when
the image is in focus. In short, it is the measure of how 'zoomed in' your
camera is.

If the denominator of the speed is large, the shutter will close
more quickly and you will be able to capture the zooming dog
whereas if it doesn't close quickly, your image will be blurry.

It works exactly like the iris in your eyes. It opens and closes to
shrink and expand the diameter. 

ISO is the measure of sensitivity of the sensor. The lower the ISO,
the lesser will be its sensitivity, resulting in a darker picture. But in-
creasing the sensitivity makes the picture grainier. Increasing shutter speed Increasing aperture
