A theatre actor is very different from
cinema actors.

The actors are required to create an at-
mosphere of illusionary anticipation
for the audience, who has paid their
hard earned money to watch the show.
They need to make the audience feel
that everything here is happening for
the first time and is for real even if
they know it is pure fiction.

On the man ahead of his times

Shakespeare is the God of English
Theatre. As a playwright, he was
much ahead of his time. His visionary
characters are universal and they
have the capacity to be timeless even

when presented to a contemporary
audience. For example, the character
of Tago in Othello possessed charac-
teristics which we now recognise as
a psychopath. The official recogni-
tion came in 1992, which was done
by a group of doctors. But somehow
Shakespeare 400 years ago under-
stood what a psychopath was and so
included it in his play. Such was his
power! Hence, it is no surprise that
we still remember his plays and per-
form them.

On entrepreneurship and dreams

I technically did not graduate. I went
to university for few weeks when I
realised I wanted to pursue drama as
a career. That’s when I thought of set-
ting up a theatre company — while

figuring out what to do -

which later transformed into

the Birmingham Stage Com-
pany. I had read somewhere
that entrepreneurship means
creating something out of
nothing. I may call myself an
entrepreneur now but my main
motive was creating a drama
school for students! I always
wanted to inspire people, espe-
cially children, as I believe that
inspiration can lead to a
better tomorrow!
